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2010 Research Seed Grant Guidelines

The Illinois Society for the Prevention of Blindness (ISPB) annually awards grants to support research in eye and vision health. Priority is given to newer investigators including medical and optometric students, residents, fellows, assistant professors and junior faculty. 

The Professional Committee consisting of ISPB board members from the fields of ophthalmology and optometry reviews and awards the grants. Funding for ISPB Seed Grants comes from foundations, trusts and individuals committed to vision research.

· Maximum grant amount not to exceed $5,000.

· Application must be postmarked by April 14, 2010. Application available at www.eyehealthillinois.org.
· Applicants will provide 1 original and 10 copies of the application and attachments upon submission.
· Incomplete applications will not be accepted.
· IRB/IACUC approval must be complete by June 16, 2010.
· Applicants will be notified by early June with funds awarded June 30, 2010.
· Funds must be expended and scope of proposal completed within one year from July 1, 2010      through June 30, 2011.

· Extensions are rare. Funds not used by June 2011 will be returned to ISPB.

· Project conducted in Illinois at an accredited university, medical school or laboratory.
· Principal investigator must remain in Illinois from July 2010 through June 2011.
· Individual can only serve as principal investigator for one grant. However, a PI can be                            a co-investigator for another project.
· Junior investigator must provide a supportive letter from a mentor. 
· One grant proposal per laboratory.
· Principal investigator or laboratory did not receive a 2009 ISPB grant.

· Funds cannot be used for major equipment, indirect costs, institutional administrative fees,         salaries, manuscript preparation or publication costs.

Grantees are expected to recognize the Illinois Society for the Prevention of Blindness in all posters, publications or presentations related to the research. A copy of the poster, publication or presentation     agenda should be included with the mid-year or year-end report. 

Status report is due January 12, 2011 using the Mid-Year Report Form.
Final report is due July 29, 2011 using the Final Report Form.
